Do not pour engine oil on the ground, down sewers or
drains, or into watercourses. To prevent pollution of
watercourses etc., dispose of used oil sensibly. If in doubt
contact your local authority.

Installation

1. Incorporating a new sealing washer, fit the low oil
pressure light switch, tightening it to 13 Nm.

Before starting work, ensure the motorcycle is stabilised
and adequately supported. This will help prevent it from
falling and causing injury to the operator or damage to
the motorcycle.

Removal

1. Remove the rider’s seat (see page 77-8).
2. Disconnect the battery, negative (black) lead first.
3. Disconnect the electrical connection.
